The LCD Displays - This is what everyone sees.  How many are needed? What size is 
needed? Where will they be located? 

The Computers - At least one computer will be needed to drive the LCD displays at each 
location.  More than one computer will be needed if different content will be presented 
on different displays. 
 
Wiring and Video Distribution – this is the wiring and other components that are used 
to carry the digital signal from the computer to each LCD display.  The distance from the 
computer to the display and the number of displays will determine what type of wiring 
is needed. 

 
The Digital Signage Software – The software is the most important decision you will 
make.  It is the key component of the system and determines the type of digital content 
that can be displayed, the ease of management, and the ease of support.  Software 
selection should consider: 
 
- Content capabilities – digital photograph formats, text rolls, text crawls, live video, 

recorded video, animations, live data feeds 
- Compatibility with existing graphics software 
- Ease of updating content  
- Ability to link to external files 
- Ease of maintenance, support and management 
- Ability to be integrated into existing system security structures 
- Scalability and Reliability
